ORDINANCE NUMBER 2024-03

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF GUYTON TO PROVIDE FOR THE CITY OF
GUYTON BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2025; TO PROVIDE
FOR SEVERABILITY; TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE; TO REPEAL ALL
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS AND PARTS THEREOF IN CONFLICT
HEREWITH; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the duly elected governing authority of the City of Guyton, Georgia is authorized
by O.C.G.A. §36-35-3 to adopt ordinances and resolutions relating to its property, affairs, and
local government; and

WHEREAS, Section 6.25 of the Charter of the City of Guyton provides that the City Manager
of the City of Guyton shall each year submit to the City Council a proposed operating budget for
the ensuing fiscal year; and

WHEREAS, Section 6.29 of the Charter of the City of Guyton provides that the City Manager
of the City of Guyton shall each year submit to the City Council a proposed capital budget for
the ensuing fiscal year; and

WHEREAS, the City Manager of the City of Guyton is hereby presenting to the City Council
for adoption a proposed Budget for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2025, which is attached hereto
as Exhibit A; and

WHEREAS, Section 6.26(b) of the Charter of the City of Guyton provides that "adoption of the
budget shall take the form of an appropriations ordinance setting out the estimated revenues in
detail by sources and making appropriations according to fund and by organizational unit,
purpose, or activity ... "

NOW, THEREFORE, IT ISHEREBY ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING AUTHORITY
OF THE CITY OF GUYTON, GEORGIA IN A REGULAR MEETING ASSEMBLED AND
PURSUANT TO LAWFUL AUTHORITY THEREOF, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Adoption of Budget for the Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2025. The City Council of
the City of Guyton hereby adopts the Budget attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated by
reference as if set forth verbatim herein.

Section 2. Severability. If any section, clause, sentence or phrase of this ordinance is held to be
invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, then said holding shall in no
way affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.



Section 3. Repealer. All ordinances and resolutions and parts thereof in conflict with this
ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section 4. Effective Date. This ordinance including the Budget attached hereto shall become
effective upon the first day of the fiscal year ending June 30, 2025.
